DIRECT PLACEMENT INSTRUCTIONS 2010
A “direct placement” is an international counselor who comes to Shohola independent of an agency that typically brings new counselors to camps in the United States.  Examples of such agencies are:  Camp America, ICCP, CCUSA, and Camp Leaders.

Even though direct placements come to us independent of these agencies, we still use one of these agencies to process the visa paperwork for these counselors.  The agency that we are using for 2010 is Camp Leaders.  
To begin your application process for a visa to work at Shohola in 2010, please do the following:

1. Go to the Camp Leaders’ web site at www.campleaders.com.

2. Choose your contry’s flag.  (If not listed, choose the UK flag).
3. In the upper left hand corner you will see a link that says “returnees register now.”Click on this link and fill out the questionnaire.
4. If you have ever been to the U.S. on a J-1 Visa before, answer yes to the question that says “are you a returning staff member”.  If you have never been to the U.S. on the J-1 visa program before, answer yes to the question “are you a direct placement.”
5. Put Camp Shohola, Pennsylvania for the camp name and state.

6. Put Duncan Barger for the name of the contact person.

7. Click the “register” button in the lower right hand corner after you have answered all the questions.

Camp leaders will contact me to make sure that we intend to hire you and apply for a visa for you.  Please read the statement below carefully to make sure you understand how the visa fees are paid for.
Fees:  The total visa fee to come to work in the U.S. is $395.  Shohola will pay this amount and will deduct $250.00 from your salary.  **Note** If you begin the visa process and your visa application is denied, Camp will pay a portion of the fee, Camp Leaders will pay a portion of the fee,  and YOU WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE REMAINDER.  ANY AMOUNT REQUIRED BY YOUR LOCAL EMBASSY FOR VISA PROCESSING IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY. 
Please let me know if I can be of any assistance to you in this process.  This process takes a great deal of time.  Please be diligent about getting your paperwork in to CampLeaders.  Otherwise, you may not get your visa in time for camp.
