Visa Application Instructions
Returning Staff
The company we use to process our J-1 visas is ICCP.  Here is how the procedure works:  After I receive your application for employment, you will receive an email with a “job offer” from me.  That email will contain a link for you to follow to begin your application and to accept the job offer.  
Please start the online application immediately.  Then begin getting your paperwork together quickly.  You will need:

1.  A copy of your passport in .jpg format.

2. Do not worry about the reference.  I will act as your reference and will upload the form for you. 

3. A police background check in .pdf format.  (I will upload a fake one for now so that we can complete the application and they can begin getting your DS-2019 form.   But you MUST get me a copy of a real one by the time you come to camp.)

4. Proof of student status form.  (only needed if you are offered a support staff position rather than a position as a counselor).  I will email you this form if you need it.  
*****Please begin your paperwork process IMMEDIATELY******  The visa application process takes many weeks, but you can speed it up by getting your documentation together quickly.  EMAIL YOUR DOCUMENTS TO ME so that I can keep track of what you have done and upload them for you.   This will help me keep track of where we are much better than I was able to do with Camp Leaders.  
Just as in the past, we will pay the visa fees and will deduct $250.00 from your salary for your visa.   This DOES NOT include any fees that you may have to pay at the embassy when you go for your interview.  Each embassy has a different fee schedule for the embassy fees, but most are not very expensive. 

Please contact me immediately if you have any questions or need assistance with the new visa process. I will be in touch with you from time to time to harass you.
